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The Fruit of the Spirit: Love

"But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faith-
fulness, gentleness, self-control." — Galatians 5:22

Love is the first fruit of the Spirit because it is the foundation of the Christian life. It is more
than an emotion or a feeling—it is a deliberate choice to seek the good of others and to re-
flect the very character of God.

The Bible tells us, "God is love" (1 John 4:8). Every act of kindness, every word of encour-
agement, every moment of forgiveness, and every sacrifice made for another person demon-
strates the love that God has shown us through Jesus Christ. Jesus declared the greatest com-
mandments to be to love God with all our heart, soul, mind, and strength, and to love our
neighbor as ourselves (Matthew 22:37-39). He also gave His disciples a new command-
ment: "Love one another; as I have loved you" (John 13:34-35). This kind of love is patient
when tested, kind when mistreated, humble in success, and forgiving when wronged.

The apostle Paul beautifully describes this love in 1 Corinthians 13: "Love suffers long and
is kind... bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. Love never
fails."

As Christians, we cannot produce this fruit through our own strength alone. When we walk
by the Spirit and submit our lives to God's will, His love becomes evident in our words, ac-
tions, and relationships. It reaches beyond our families and friends to include strangers,
those in need, and even those who oppose us.

This week, let each of us ask:

e Do others see the love of Christ in me?

e Am I quick to forgive and eager to serve?

e Am I showing the same grace that God has shown me?

May our congregation be known for a love that is genuine, unwavering, and rooted in the
gospel. When God's people love as Christ loved, the world sees His light shining through us.
